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HOW TO GET to Marstrand

Nearest (big) airport is “Landvetter Airport” (about 30 km from Gothenburg
/Goteborg).

From Landvetter Airport to Marstrand:

Alt.1) By bus:

About 1h 30min’ journey (waiting time between buses not included).
Airport-Bus from the airport to Gothenburg Central Station /Railway Station -
Bus-Terminal “Nils Ericson” (about 20 minutes’ journey). Change to bus for
Marstrand (about 50 min’ trip). NB! You may wait some time for the next
bus! Price: approx. 150 sek. (approx: 80 sek + 62 sek).

Alt.2) By taxi:

About 50 min’ journey.

Price: approx. 995 sek.

NB! You shall take a taxi of the company “Taxi-Go6teborg” (ph: +46 — (0)31 -
650.000). They have got fix prices!!

From Goteborg Central Station /Railway Station to Marstrand:

Alt.1) By bus, see above.
Alt.2) By taxi - NB! see above info about taxi-company.

NB! Marstrand is situated in “Kungalvs kommun”.

From Goteborg

Journey - about 40 min.

Drive on the highway ”E6” towards Oslo.

After about 15 km (from Goteborg), take off to Marstrand.

Drive 26 km till you come to Marstrand (i.e. till you see the Fortress on the
hill, on the other side of the water).

Park the car (N.B. It is prohibited to take cars over to the Isle of Marstrand
itself). Take the ferry to the other side, i.e. to the Isle of Marstrand” itself
The ferry over takes about 2 min. The ferry goes every 15 min.

You buy the ferry-ticket on the ferry (price: about 25 sek both ways).

You step off the taxi or the bus at the ferry-station. You take the ferry to the
other side of the water, i.e. to the Isle of Marstrand itself. It takes about 2
min. The ferry goes every 15 min. You buy the ferry-ticket on the ferry
(price: about 25 sek both ways).

! The name of ”"Marstrand” refers, in general, to this area of the West-Coast, and includes a few small islands around the

Isle of Marstrand itself!
